
Procedure to 1) find list of upcoming referee training classes and 2) sign up for 
classes. 

 
Most people looking to take a referee class need to take the “Basic Referee Course” which is about 7 

hours (offered on a weekend date or 2-3 weeknights).  Starting in Fall 2011, a 2
nd

 Option is to take the 

Online Basic Referee Class, followed by the 3-1/2 hour Basic Referee Online Companion Class. 

After one or two years of experience as a Regional Referee, for more training take the Intermediate class 

which is typically offered in October and February. 

In eayso, use this procedure to query the course list and sign up: 
 

 Log into www.eayso.org. 
 

 Sign up as a volunteer (Adult or Youth) if you have not already done so.  On the Home Screen 

for your eAYSO logon, in the bottom left corner, you will see a list of “Active volunteer ID’s 

for this (eayso) login” – if your name is listed here, you are already registered as a volunteer 

and you can skip the next step.  Write down your 8 digit AYSO ID shown on this page (you’ll 

need it below to sign up for online training). 
 

 To register as a volunteer, click the appropriate option (Apply as a new adult volunteer, Apply as 

a continuing adult volunteer, etc..  Volunteers age 12-17 need to register as a new Youth 

volunteer).  Once you fill out the volunteer information, on the Home Screen, select the Print 

form option and follow the directions.  Sign the form and turn it in to your AYSO region’s 

CVPA.  For those of you in El Segundo (Region 92), our CVPA is Eileen Tinoco (525 

Bungalow Drive in El Segundo). 
 

 Take the AYSO Safe Haven Training on the Online Training web site.  On our Region’s 

website, http://www.ayso92.org/ , click the link on the middle-right-side of the page labeled 

“Online Certification & Training”.  Enter your 8 digit AYSO ID and your last name, then click 

the “Log In” button.  On the next page, pull down the link in the middle of the page labeled 

“Courses” and choose the option “Course MT02 – AYSO’s Safe Haven”.  The online part of 

the Referee Training is also listed on this page. 
 

 Return to the Home Screen of your eAYSO login (should say Welcome [your name] at the top 

center of the page), on the lower right part of the screen, one of the options should read “Enroll 

to take a class” – select the word “Enroll”.  
 

 On the Course signup screen, select CA for the State  
 For “Section”, select “1” (we are in Section 1)  
 For “Area”, sect “D” ( Manhattan Beach , Redondo Beach , Westchester , Hawthorne, El 

Segundo).  You can also select “F” to find Torrance which offers the same classes.

 Click Search – this will list all upcoming courses in the area. It might list them in reverse 

chronological order, so you might want to click “Start date” to sort with the next classes to-be-

offered at the top of the list. 

 

 To just list Basic Referee courses, under “Course” near the top of the display, select Basic 

Referee Course  OR Basic Referee Online Companion Course. 
 

 Click Search.  You should get a screen similar to that shown below: 
 

 
 

 When you find a class you’d like, select the radio button to the far left of the selected line, then 

click the Course signup button at the bottom.  If you “mouse over” the comments field for a 

class, you can get additional information on when / where the course will be held. 

 

 The list of your family members who are registered volunteers will appear on the next screen.  

Select the appropriate volunteer, then click the button “Add attendee to program roster”.  
 

 Note the Instructor contact name, email, and phone number – if you have problems with signup, 

just call or (preferred) email them.  Classes almost always have openings for willing volunteers. 

 

 When you complete a Basic Referee class, email your region’s Referee Administrator.  For 

Region 92, this would be waltschumacher@sbcglobal.net to get your badge (if not provided by 

your class) and your uniform, etc.
